Whilst hoping that you all had a good half term break, | am well aware of the fact that
for many of our boys, for the sports’ coaches and for some of our teaching staff, Half Term was
very much a case of business as usual. The final summer sports fixtures were played over the
four days and irrespective of the sport or of the results, the common theme throughout was the
positive attitude and the tenacity shown by our boys.

The cricketers participated in a number of Festivals notably the finals of the Johnny Waite which
our 2™ XI won on Wednesday 24 February: the 2nds have had an excellent season and are
commended for their consistent efforts. The 1% XI played in the Independent Schools’ Festival
and there were some commendable performances from David Rhoda who took 7 for 36 vs
Kearsney, and from Brett Thomson who scored his first century of the season. The U1l5s
travelled to Grahamstown where they achieved excellent results and won all their matches. The
U14s participated in the St Peter’s Festival where, despite being hampered by rain, they too won
and finished an excellent season unbeaten. Congratulations to all our cricketers and we look
forward to watching you play next season.

We hosted the annual Interhigh Gala before half term and did commendably, achieving 4" place
out of the ten schools that participated. Our seniors swam particularly well and all in all there
were some very pleasing results, including first places. It was a pity that there were so few there
to witness our final gala of the season and spectator support was very disappointing.

The 1% Water Polo side took part in the King Edward VII Tournament and made it to the semi
finals where they eventually lost 13 — 14, in extra time, of what was a very closely contested
match, against the eventual winners Parktown. The U15s and Ul4s played at Parktown and
Jeppe, respectively, where they too made it to the semi finals.

The SA Rowing Championships took place over the break and our 1% VIII did extremely well
coming 6" out of 13 schools in what was an extremely competitive event. So too did the
Basketball 1sts end their season on a positive note coming 6" out of the twelve schools who
played in the St John’s Tournament.

Thank you to all who participated and to the staff who gave up their Half Term so willingly and so
enthusiastically, as well as to the parents who supported the teams.

Just prior to the half term break we had the Shavathon in aid of Cancer patients, as well as the
Blood Donor Clinic: both of these worthy causes were extremely well supported, evidence once
again of the community minded spirit of our boys. Thanks also to all those parents, Old Boys
and staff who were involved.

On return from Half Term we held a highly successful Walkabout on the Friday and hosted 24
prospective parents: it is always a pleasure to showcase our school on such an occasion, and it
was with a great deal of pride that | accompanied our visitors on their tour of the Boys’ College.

On the same Friday we also said farewell to of our Exchange students, both from Peru. Mauricio
and Claudio said their goodbyes in Chapel, thanking everyone for making their stay such an
enjoyable and memorable one. Particular thanks were extended to Miss Wendy Robb for all her
efforts in coordinating their stay and ensuring that all went well.

On Monday, 15 March, the Grade 8 & 9 Drama boys were treated to a performance in Mears
Hall by acclaimed South African actor, Ellis Pearson. With co-actor Sdumo Mtshali, the
powerfully visual and comically persuasive theatre creation Man up a Tree used the delights of
circus performance to create a totally entertaining story that dealt head on with the urgent theme
of global climate change.

Man up a Tree aims at informing students about much of what they need to know about climate
change, but does so in a way that their interest doesn’t falter. The boys were mesmerised by the
different characters portrayed and the performers’ talent for enchanting theatre. After the
performance, questions and discussions were held about topics brought up in the play and
about drama in South Africa.
